Due to the fact that, this year, the Duval County Fair in San Diego was moved up a week to February 27th and 28th, the Rotary Club has made a change in the weight rule.  


	


Market Steers, Hogs, Sheep, and Goats Division:


There will be a 5 pound allowance at sifting.


For example:  Swine must weigh at least 220 pounds when presented for sift.  With the 5 pound allowance, it can weigh in at 215 pounds.





Market Poultry Division:


There will be a ½ pound allowance at sifting.


For example:  The pen must weigh at least 10 pounds when presented for sift.  With the ½ lb. allowance, the pen can weight in at 9 ½ lbs.





Market Rabbit (Fryers) Division:


There will be a 2 ounce allowance at sifting.


For example:  Rabbits must weigh at least 3 pounds each and may not weigh more than 5 pounds each when presented for sift.  With the 2 ounce allowance rabbits can weigh in at 


2 lbs. 14 oz.  or  5 lbs. 2 oz.
